I agree with most of what is written above, but one additional point I would include is that the
Latin authorities were much closer to the Greek language and to the Epicurean texts than we
will ever be (as to both).

So when we know that someone like Lucretius is trying to be faithful, I think their
interpretations are entitled to great deference, even to the extent of considering them to have
much more expertise than our own efforts to grasp the Greek.
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
