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Yes I am seeing a Gutenberg text edition which may have the main story. But you are right that
the PDF version I mentioned in the first post seems to have a lot of background material.

I can say this after reading the first chapter. She exceeds Frances Wright in terms of writing
flowery introductions - and that is not a compliment!
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
