Aristippus...advised people not to pain themselves either in memory of what is past or
in anticipation of future events (uAte Tol¢ MaPEABODOLY ETILKAUVELY HATE TWV EMbvTWY
npokd&uvew)....His advice was to keep one’s thought focused on the day, and in fact on
that part of the day in which one was carrying out this or that action or thought. For
only the present is ours, he said, unlike what is already over and what is still awaited,
of which the former has perished, while with the latter it is unclear whether it will be.
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
