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I hadn't even had a chance to read the whole paper yet. I found the reference to Pythocles on
p45 cited in Sedley's Lucretius and the Transformation of Greek Wisdom. Then found the paper
on Academia.edu.

Note the word απορία in the beginning. That's the aporia being mentioned in another thread on
the forum. Hmmm... Looks like I'll have to read this whole thing.
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
