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I "liked" Joshua's post in general but I disagree that he did a bad job explaining things. I'll get
the final production up as soon as I can and we can let the audience be the judge. We can come
back next week if we need to so we can address anything that we decide (or the comments
reveal) need revisiting.

As to Joseph Campbell, I had a friend some years ago who tried to introduce me to his material,
but I did not get very far into it. I recall coming away from what I did read with a fairly negative
appraisal, but I can't remember why, and I would be happy to revisit that since his name keeps
coming up among people I respect.

Maybe Kalosyni or Joshua can start a new thread, perhaps in one of the "Art" forums? I suggest
art rather than religion because I seem to recall that he was primarily focused on the uses of
symbolism, but if I am wrong about that we can place it wherever is appropriate.
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
