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I have only found references to "faith" as ΠIΣTIΣ (pístis)—as it is usually found in the Christian
Gospels—or ΠIΣTΩMA (pístōma) within the Epicurean context of social stability, having "faith" in
one's friends, having "confidence" in one's safety, and having the "guarantee" of a pleasant life.
The word ΠIΣTΩMA is employed by Epicurus in his final Key Doctrine and is also rendered by
our English translators as "conviction", "assurance", "confirmation", "a pledge", or "warrant".
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
