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Yeah, I'm cutting her some slack. That tranquility angle is the dominant interpretation whether
we accept it or not.

Her podcasts are a breezy, fun intro to classical mythology, history, and literature. I highly
recommend the podcast for anyone interested in Greek and Latin history who also wants to be
entertained.

At least, this is a much better - and friendlier - quick intro to Lucretius and Epicureanism than
we usually get!
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
