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Yes Nate I agree. There are multiple perspectives that have to be appreciated and understood
and allowing one perspective to dominate the others ends up with a similar problem as when
we mix up the ends with the means, as is the problem with "virtue."

And as Ren says it's never going to be the case that everyone is going to agree on a single
perspective - nor should we expect them to.

The issue for those who consider themselves to be primarily Epicurean seems largely to be a
matter of finding a way to work with these several perspectives without letting any of them
crowd out the big picture of the full Epicurean worldview.
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
