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Apparently, then, PD30 is more specific than PD26 in that it's saying that even natural desires
can get out of hand, but that this can't be blamed on the fact that they're natural. If you put a
lot of effort into something that you can be perfectly happy without, that's vanity whether the
desire is a natural one or not.
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
