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The thought that comes to mind is: is it our responsibility to convert or to simply evangelize. I
don't think those are the same thing. Epicurus seemed to hold a dim view in some regards of
the hoi polloi. He made his philosophy available but he wasn't handing out leaflets and
screaming on the street corner.
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
