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I was just reading a thread about the Tetrapharmakos (and how it is a quick way of
summarizing the first four Principle Doctrines) and in this thread an important point about
outlines and summaries is brought up:

It's possible to summarize or to abstract too strongly to the point where essential
details get left out, and that's what I think is defective in both of these two
formulations.

I am a big fan of outlining and I love to do it, but part of the trick of doing it right is to
distill the elements down to the essentials without cutting too much, or without cutting
too little.
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
