He obviously thinks
friendship is necessary for a pleasurable life. That's objective to me.

Despite recognizing its importance friendship is far less important to me than many of the other
things in the philosophy to the point of bordering into subjectivity. Though the specifics of how
important desires and pleasures may be kept to personal outlines or to one's own self it's
always interesting to hear discussion about the different levels of importance each Epicurean
assigns to their values.
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
