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Generally speaking, when looking for information on Epicurus and the philosophy, stick to good
secondary sources like Greenblatt, Austin, DeWitt, and especially study the various translations
like Bailey or Brown. There are far too many eclectics or sympathetic hellenistics who pick and
choose small bites from Epicurus' letters and present them as indicative of the philosophy as a
whole.
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
