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One format that might be helpful to adapt in some fashion is the one that Alan Alda uses in his
"Clear and Vivid" podcast. He ends each interview with the same "seven quick questions" that
he asks every guest. A possible way to use this idea would be to begin the interview with a few
quick, standardized questions and proceed from there.... With Alda's podcast I sometimes skip
to the end to hear how the guest answers the questions if I'm not particularly interested in the
main topic. It's an interesting way to get a sense of the guest as a person.
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
