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But the cradle argument takes a particular part of nature, and elevates it above the rest. That
procedure needs to be justified, because it is making a value judgment.

Edit to finish this thought:

And if an attempt is made to justify that procedure, I think it becomes apparent that there is
some faulty reasoning involved. Or at least reasoning with some implications that Epicurus
would strongly reject.
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
