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Reading through the Routledge chapter and it strikes me that when they mention enargeias,
this appears to be a related word to the one that Epicurus used to describe our perception of
the gods in the letter to Menoikeus:

Gods exist, and the knowledge of them is manifest to the mind's eye (ἐναργὴς enargēs).
