So this is one in which we should be ready to recognize the signs of this and realize
how it will affect all of us -- and make peace with it.

"And make peace with it...". Or first and preferably, to the extent possible, prepare to harden
our systems to minimize as best as possible the effect of it. Or, where that is not possible,
prepare a spaceship to allow as many as possible to escape the impact. Only when I am facing
absolutely certain early destruction (which does happen in many cases) or circumstances such
as preventing death of a friend as Epicurus describes) would I make peace with early
destruction that might possibly be avoided.
