Cicero's letter to his brother does not mention any emending of Lucretius, and he
doesn't indicate that he was in any way acquainted with Lucretius as a person.

One thing | should say for the record is that Cicero did write to Memmius, so there could have
been some connection between Cicero and Lucretius. But if anyone is emending the text it

ought to have been an Epicurean like Atticus, or a sympathetic poet like Virgil, Ovid, etc. Now
we're firmly in the realm of conjecture!
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
