| think I've seen the Hermarchos bust referred to as Epicurus in the past, but the base clearly
has Hermarchus's name and also a more rounded beard.

Hermarchus's eyes also seem more "sad" (droopy) while Epicurus seems to have a more
intense gaze with his brow furrowed in the center.
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
