Hermarchus's eyes also seem more "sad" (droopy) while Epicurus seems to have a
more intense gaze with his brow furrowed in the center.

Yes I can see the somewhat droopy eyes as a signature of Hermarchus, but for some reason I
can't gt't a similar fix on something unique about Metrodorus.

Maybe my problem is that the sketch I posted earlier in the thread seems to not be as a close a
match to the actual sculpture as is the sketch for Hermarchus and Epicurus (?)
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
