Don, I agree, Restored Classical pronunciation is the way to go, hearing "chaylee" for CAELI will
always sound exotic to me!

How much to emphasize the meter is far less clear to me. With the three first recitations we
have above, I can sympathize with Cassius' concern that there is a tendency for people reciting
Latin poetry to be somewhat slavish in their relationship with the meter. Ranieri is more
"natural / conversational" sounding but still seems to me to be more focused on the meter.
PolyMathy's performance seems right on the mark - fully bringing out the meter, but not
sacrificing thematic focus. I am not seeing any DRN on his youtube page however.
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
