Katastematic is derived from καθιστημι (kathistēmi) which, among its many definitions, is
"bring into a certain state; come into a certain state, become" LSJ references PD13 specifically.

It is useless to be safe from other people while retaining suspicions about what is above and
below the earth and in general about the infinite unknown.
