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I think this portion of the last cite bears a lot of emphasis, because it is important to keep in
mind that the standard interpretation of katastematic pleasure being the true goal goes hand in
hand with, as Gosling and Taylor say, those who are "baffled by the apparent inconsistency
between eulogizing sensory pleasures, and so, presumably, unbridled sensuality, while
advocating a life of simple asceticism and lack of disturbance." The underlined part is what I
think we agree here that Epicurus did not do.
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
