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There's an old rumor, by the way, that some of the Russian athletes were two weeks late to the

1908 Olympics because they were still using the Julian calendar and most of Europe was using
the modern Gregorian calendar.

Both calendars are named after the potentates who instituted them, but of course it was the
astronomers of each age who actually designed them--the Gregorian calendar by 16th century

Italian astronomer and philosopher named Luigi Lilio, and the Julian calendar by the scholars at
the Library and Museum of Alexandria.
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
