I think that's what we're after here at EpicureanFriends too, and if there emerges from
that a distinct flavor that separates this from other approaches, it's not adherence to
DeWitt's conclusions that makes the difference. It's much more a shared approach of
going after everything we can find that sheds light on what Epicurus may have been
thinking, and trying to place it fairly but sympathetically to reconstruct the larger
picture, that makes the difference.

I endorse that as well -- just from my personal experience on here. And, I confess, I have never
finished DeWitt.  
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
