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We didn't discuss this, but 8th and 9th century Benedictine Abbot Rabanus Maurus wrote an
encyclopedic treatise titled De Rerum Naturas, "On the Natures of Things", at the monastery of
Fulda where it is believed that Lucretius' poem was rediscovered in 1417 by Poggio Bracciolini.
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
