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I think if I elect to have a tombstone instead of being cremated I am going to have to have it
inscribed:

"Don't Let The Perfect Be The Enemy Of The Good"

    

I am sure there must be many such lists out there, like this one, but I want one also that has
the Greek lettering to make it easier to fix up OCR scans, which seem to struggle with Greek. I
am running into that now with the Cicero "On Ends" scanning. Such a list can't be a dictionary
with full definitions, but can serve as a starting point for new readers and uses like I am
describing where the Greek version is used and new readers find it hard to decipher.
