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This is topic has been debated ad infinitum especially among the core members here. My
counter views represent those who criticized Epicurus on this subject (both pagan and
Christian).

Though the subject is endlessly discussed with no reconciliation, It represents an important
critical analysis of a very important aspect of the philosophy. If anything it lends itself to a
modern version or continuation of Cicero’s dialogue.
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
