Cooperation is the main weapon humans possess in terms of evolution and natural selection.
Anything that makes such a cooperation easier to attain is "encouraged" by natural selection.
Consider two similar societies: one with and one without a religion. The one with religion (if
successfully indoctrinated) would find it easier to cooperate and outcompete.
