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There's a lot in this Chapter 16 that people might want to discuss. I felt compelled to put in the
caveat that Frances Wright doesn't seem to be entirely following Epicurus on the nature of the
"real gods," but I don't think that should overshadow what I think was a brilliant job of
denouncing supernatural religion. This is really a powerful presentation and I hope my
amateurish version will inspire some of the real "voices" here to consider recording their own
versions. The writing in Chapter 16 pretty much stands on its own, and it deserves a lot more
attention and one of the best full-bore arguments against supernatural religion anywhere.
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
