ἐποίησα (epoiēsa)

1st person singular aorist indicative active

from ποιέω (poieō, from which we actually get the word poet)

Henry George Liddell, Robert Scott, A Greek-English Lexicon, ποιέω

In this case:

I created

I brought into existence

I produced

I made

So, "reap" is a more poetic but entirely acceptable way of saying "From the pleasure of my
study of natural science, I produced my calm life."
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
