I was going by the link to the table posted by Cassius in #1, but then I found this list by
Nate at Society of Epicurus and some of the dates don't match.

Protrarchus isn't mentioned at all in the table Cassius linked to, but does appear in
SoFE list. The dates for Apollodorus are completely conflicting.

Nate, should I go with the list you posted at SoFE? It looks more complete.

I recently realized that a number of those dates from my study are inaccurate. Mostly, some of
the more fragmentary characters are estimated, and one of my sources seems to have mixed-
up BCE and CE in a few entires.

Given that, in a bizarre wave of serendipity, I have been scouring that document for the last few
weeks to improve upon it and add additional Epicureans that have been found since
Herculaneum papers continue to be decoded.
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
