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Ten years before „The Swerve“, Benjamin Wiker published a book that covers much of the
same ground: „Moral Darwinism: How We Became Hedonists“
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Wiker and Greenblatt agree in their historical narrative of the modern world as a product of the
turn away from The Christian cosmology of intelligent design to the Lucretian cosmology of
evolutionary atomism. Greenblatt celebrates this historical turn as moral progress, while Wiker
laments it as moral degeneration.
