These are my wife's interpretations of the characters about
which | have been telling her. Among other points, she maintains that all of the Greek men
would have had much less manicured hair than depicted in statues, and the same for their
beards, except Philodemus, in particular, whom she demands was a particularly attractive man,
being a foreigner who made friends with Roman aristocrats. She also made some slight
alterations based on common features found in those families that have traditionally inhabited
Mytilene, versus Northern Turkey, versus ancient Syria, versus ancient Roman, and then cross-
referenced with the available busts that we have. She made a lot of artistic choices to try to
incorporate their personalities or dispositions, so | hope you find them to be entertaining and
provocative.
