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After reading the first Chapter of "System of Nature" I am very impressed. In general terms I
see nothing with which Epicurus would disagree, and it is written in a very clear focus on the
conclusions that I think most of us share from reading Epicurus. I don't see direct reference to
pleasure and pain but that seems to be implicit. Seems likely that if there prove to be issues it
will not be because he hedges on a supernatural god.
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
