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Actually, in terms of Epicurean influence in Neoplatonism, I did notice one detail recently when I
read Synesius’ On Dreams (https://tile.loc.gov/storage-servic…/2020715155.pdf) where he talks
about eidola streaming off of bodies and entering minds during sleep.
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
