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I think that style would lend itself very well to a presentation encouraging people to look further
into Epicurus. I'd probably expand it more in the direction of explaining some of Epicurus' /
Lucretius' key positions (the only thing most people know seems to be to associate him with
"pleasure"). Joshua seems to have a series of other good parallels that could be used to show
the same ideas in both. A narrative like this over a series of slides, maybe even with
background music, would be a very effective way of presenting those parallels. Probably the
whole thing could wind up pointing to a place where we discuss a table of parallel
Shakespeare/Epicurean references. I don't think we have a table anywhere do we Joshua ?
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
