More thoughts on this today...thinking it may be good to consider how popular "finding
meaning" and "meaningfulness" is in "self-help" books and likely also modern therapy. And I
think there is a lot of baggage with using these words -- epecially for myself since I've read
quite a few "self-help" books and perhaps that is why I find it to be such an issue (and I think
this is going to be a little like a hydra monster, in that it could keep coming back over and over,
and I still need to think through this some more).
