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I gather that it would probably be more clear how all this developed if we had a more clear
article on how Antiochus Epiphanies was specifically Epicurean rather than just generic Greek.
And the key there would be his advisor (whose name escapes me at the moment) who was
specifically Epicurean. All I have ever seen written up on this was on the Epicurus.net website
on their history page under the section about the Judeans.
