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I think the only aspect where there was some confusion was in the "list making" or
"numbering." Epicurus was casual about "all the senses," others do not like this and wish to
number them.

Epicurus to Herodotus [38b] (Hicks) Next, we must by all means stick to our sensations, that is,
simply to the present impressions whether of the mind or of any criterion whatever, and
similarly to our actual feelings, in order that we may have the means of determining that which
needs confirmation and that which is obscure.
