Just a note on 'apiqoros coming from Epicurean and not Epicurus, remember that the ancient
Greek for "Epicurean" is Ἐπικούρειος (Epikoureios) so both Epicurean and Epicurus end in sigma
(ς "s") in Greek. So it seems to me both are viable options although the group name does seem
to make more sense.
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
