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That's a great idea and we can pursue it here or in the subforum on "Gods" - The Nature (Non-
Existence) of Supernatural Gods - "Atheism" - Epicurean "Divinity"

As for reference works, I see that Matt posted this thread on Thesiod. I confess I have heard of
his work but am not sure whether it is a compendium of material on the gods or what - Hesiod’s
Theogony
