Lining the two sources up like that is a reminder of DeWitt's view that the reference to "the
Epicureans generally" adding a fourth criteria was arguably a mistake. The way you've
translated that "focus of the mind" reference would appear to indicate that there's no reason to
split the term into two, and that it's best to think of there being only three categories, with the
third being something like "the faculty that is involved in the focusing of the mind" as what
Epicurus originally set forth.
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
