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This is also mentioned by Quintilian (Institutio Oratoria, VII.3.5) "for he gave God human form
and a place in the spaces between worlds."

And Aetius (Doxography, 2.1.8) gives us, "Epíkouros asserts that the spaces between world-
systems are unequal." A world-system, as we know, is a closed system and contains a finite
amount of matter, but there is an infinite supply of matter in-between world-systems.
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
