It would be good to get a fix as soon as possible on whether Aetius is a crusading anti-
Epicurean in the mold of Cicero and Plutarch, or someone who is more "neutral" (if that's
possible) in his reporting and analysis. I gather than he's probably a Stoic or similar, but what
I've read so far seems to be sort of like Diogenes Laertius in at least appearing to report
differing views "fairly."
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
