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On the topic of memorization (ἡ ἀπομνημόνευσις, apomnemόneusis), I wanted to share
these bits side-by-side:

"...at some point, he was memorizing – or he was retaining an experience analogous to
memorization – and he was occupying himself with [it], for which reason he was silent..."

"...Memory, or the experience analogous to memory..."

"...this memory of it or a movement analogous to memory..."
