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There's a strong similarity between Pythagoras and ancient Indian philosophies. I want to
suggest that Pythagoreanism is Vedic mysticism processed through ancient Greek Philosophy
(in the same way I argue that Pyrrhonism is Ajñana processed through ancient Greek
Philosophy), except that I do not believe that we have record of Pythagoras going further East
than Mesopotamia, as was the achievement of Alexander III and those (Pyrrho) who followed
him into India.

I continue searching for a historical connection (though there may not be one).
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
