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In the right context that's not a bad idea, but the end I don't see a way around explaining what
Pleasure means in full, which is more than just sensual stimulation.

Referencing "pleasant experiences" may take some of the edge off for people who are
suspicious of the word pleasure, but that may not be a good idea. In most cases we probably
shouldn't be trying to accomodate people with wrong ideas, we should be trying to educate
them as to why they are wrong and that there is a better way of understanding pleasure.
