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I've read a lot more into Ethan Allen based on the availability of material. Nature's God
introduced me to Thomas Young, but he seems to be a bit of a difficult historical figure to pin
down in terms of daily activities. This book did two things that really helped me: one was to
demonstrate how "Epicurean" our world really is (regardless of the bumper stickers we have),
and the other was to help foster a feeling that non-Christians had a big, important, positive part
to play in our history.
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
