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As was mentioned in section XXIV, is the topic of learning vs recollection discussed elsewhere
within this forum?

“From whence Socrates would infer, that learning is nothing more than recollection; and this
topic he explains more accurately, in the discourse which he held the very day he died; for he
there asserts that any one who seeming to be entirely illiterate, is yet able to answer a question
well that is proposed to him, does in so doing manifestly show that he is not learning it then,
but recollecting it by his memory.”
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
